Blade, Swainsboro, and a past president of the Georgia Press Association.

Morris Newspaper Corporation Scholarship: Established in 1987 by Charles Morris,
Morris Newspaper Corp., Savannah, this scholarship is awarded annually to an out-
standing print journalism student.
