Richard Woods
changed his mind once
again regarding College
Board’s Advanced
Placement (AP) Intro
to African American
Studies course.

After stating several
times that he would
not recommend the -~
course, barring it from
state funding, Woods
announced on Aug.

7 that the AP course
does not violate state
law and is eligible for
state funding

The debate around
the course revolved around Georgia’s decisive
concepts law, which prohibits history courses from
being taught in public institutions if the courses
have the potential to make students feel guilty or
superior.

Woods’ most recent announcement comes after
he said, “it was clear that parts of the [AP Intro to
African American Studies] coursework did violate
the law.”

However, Woods added that he “asked for legal
